16th at a cost of $85.00 each at Plover. 
 
Motion by Hagen, seconded by Pokallus was carried to approve increase in 
wages for election workers from $7.25 to $7.50 per hour as of February 1, 
2011. 
 
Motion by Pokallus, seconded by Kilty was carried on unanimous roll call 
vote to approve invoices totaling $78,972.41. 
 
Building permit: Travis Schultz at 207 North Spring Street to do interior 
remodeling at a cost of $5,000.00. Jennifer Zahn at 106 South Madison 
Street to put on new siding, metal roof on garage and new garage doors at a
