Motion by Staples, seconded by Pokallus was carried on unanimous roll call 
vote to approve invoices totaling $50,324.32. 
 
Building permits: Russell Sternweis at 605 Roberts Street to build a patio 
with brick at a cost of $2,200.00, Mike Howe at 307 Douglas Street to put 
two new entry doors and two storm doors and two windows in at a cost of 
$5,000.00.
